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Work has begun on a prominent  

development of 58 apartments for 

Dales Housing, through their  

development partner NCHA to provide 

much needed affordable housing to 

Matlock.  

  

The apartmentsô scale reflects the height 

of the siteôs dominating rock face feature, 

and are to be constructed in increasingly 

stepped heights of three, four and five 

storeys.

Westframe timber frame has been  

selected due to the benefits of its speed 

of construction and just-in-time delivery 

capabilities, particularly important given 

the tight site constraints.  

 

 

External materials, including naturally 

sourced local stone and lightweight  

cladding, have been carefully considered 

to ensure they are sympathetic to the 

natural environment but also prominent to 

demonstrate a quality design approach 

and exceptional levels of workmanship for 

this gateway Matlock scheme.
